Darryl and Vince,

  We received the XL12000 for Lockheed Martin today; I got it all hooked up and with the very first file I ran it looked to be rastering with this slight pause at each end of the raster stroke. I fired off my XL9200 just in case I was seeing things and I was right, my 9200’s turnaround time while rastering is much faster. I ran the attached file on both machines; Black had a raster speed of 100%, Red had a vector speed of 20% and Green had a vector speed of 5%. The XL12000 ran the file in 25 min, 16 seconds; my 9200 ran the same file in 20 min, 23 seconds.

  The raster speeds cannot be slowed down that much; this high-speed servo system now runs like the stepper driven X660.
